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This paper for the object of treatment, interpretation and research has the institute of
jurisdiction in the contentious procedure, including, but not limited to the treatment of issues
related to the notion of jurisdiction, its types and conflict of competence. Given the fact that in
practice the parties - directly or through their representatives - face major problems in terms of
doubts as to which court is competent to adjudicate their contentious case, we considered it
important to review a number of considerable cases from practice, then to highlight the actual
reasons that have influenced the parties to turn to a court that is not competent by law. Last, but
not least, this paper will provide some important recommendations, which, if taken into account,
will help court practice for a more effective implementation of the institution of jurisdiction in

adjudicating a civil case.
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
