ABSTRACT

essential pillar for achieving sustainable development and promoting human rights, touching on
practical and theoretical areas related to life, property, decision-making and the right to vote. This
study identifies key challenges hindering the effective implementation of policies and safeguards
for women, including patriarchal cultural norms, lack of resources, and poor enforcement of laws,
which often violate women's basic rights in these areas. Despite advances globally, many countries
still face significant obstacles in providing protection and guaranteeing equal rights for women,
especially in their active participation in decision-making and property management. This paper
also examines the achievements made in empowering women and advancing gender equality,
underlining the importance of monitoring and evaluating policies to ensure they meet their
objectives. Based on empirical analysis and case studies, the study provides an in-depth
understanding of the impact of violence and discrimination on women's lives, addressing the role
of a consistent legal framework to protect and advance their rights, including the right to own
property, decide freely and vote unhindered. The recommendations of this study aim to strengthen
the engagement of states in the implementation of the convention, contributing to the creation of
a safer and more supportive environment for women and girls, as well as to the creation of equal
conditions for active participation in various fields of public and private life. This study constitutes
a valuable resource for policy makers, researchers and practitioners working in the fields of gender

equality, human rights and women's empowerment.
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
